If one moves out the other
will have to pay the rent until
the end of the tenancy.

If you want to stay in the
property you will have to ask
the landlord to end the joint
tenancy and give you a new

tenancy. Your landlord
doesn’t have to do this.

If you have children or are very vulnerable you may be able to ask the courts to put the tenancy into your name. The courts may consider you
vulnerable if you have been a victim of domestic violence or your children could become homeless if you don’t get the tenancy. You may have
grounds to be rehoused by the Housing Executive as a full duty applicant

This is a complicated area of law and you should contact a solicitor for further information.
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
